Over 75,000 dogs and cats die in Illi-
nois each year because there aren’t
enough homes for them. What can you
do to help? Spay and Neuter your Pet!
It is the best defense against pet over-
population. The Animal Protective
League’s High Quality, Low Cost Spay/
Neuter Clinic can help at an affordable
cost. The clinic is open to all. The costs
to spay or neuter an animal are: dogs
$55, female cats $44; male cats $35,
feral cats $25. Animals must have a ra-
bies vaccine prior to surgery. One is
available at the time of surgery for $9.
Animals who have been spayed or neu-
tered are less likely to exhibit offensive
behaviors such as fighting, roaming and
spraying and are often less likely to de-
velop certain types of cancer. Since the
clinic opened in 2006 we have seen the
euthanasia rate drop in Sangamon
County by over 12.5%. Spay/Neuter
Works! Please do your part to help end
pet overpopulation.  Get your pet spayed
or neutered.
